I refer to the above and my comments are as follows:-

e Question 16 “it is the intention to continue to recognise town centres as the main
focus for retail development — is this policy correct for Ayrshire?”

The answer to this question is; in broad terms yes. Dawn Developments view
however is that there will be a continuing role for out of centre retail parks. The
request is that consideration should be given to extending the range of goods to be
included within the definition of “bulky” goods to be sold from outlets in these
locations. This will bring the Ayrshire definition of bulky goods into line with what
is deemed acceptable in policy terms elsewhere in Scotland.

Strategic Policy 1 — Investing in Communities

Item 20 “promotes the locations associated with Robert Burns as a World Heritage
Site.

It is felt that in terms of tourism, Robert Burns is still an “underdeveloped product”.
It is hoped however that World Heritage Site status will not present the development
of ideas that would enable relevant agencies along with the private sector to
strengthen the economic potential of these locations.
