AYRSHIRE JOINT STRUCTURE PLAN 2025: CONSULTATION DRAFT

The Garden History Society is pleased to be included in the consultation for the Ayrshire Joint
Structure Plan and would like to make the following comments.

HERITAGE CONSERVATION 4.20

Whilst we welcome the recognition given to the designed setting of country houses and their
contribution to the landscape character of Ayrshire, we are disappointed that more emphasis has
not been placed on the protection of those Gardens and Designed Landscapes included in the
Inventory Gardens and Designed Landscapes in Scotland, volume 2, Dumfries & Galloway and
Strathclyde, and thereby considered of National Importance. Ideally we would wish to see these
sites, of which there are fourteen at present, identified and named within the document and
clearly marked on any accompanying plans. In addition to these Inventory sites already
identified, we would like to see provision made for any site which may be included in any future
Supplement to the Inventory.

Also of some concern to us are the Gardens and Designed Landscapes, not considered worthy of
inclusion in the Inventory, but which never the less can be considered to be of Regional or Local
importance. At present such landscapes are not included in any Development plan and are thus
afforded no protection under current planning legislation.

We look forward to receiving your comments in due course, and in the meantime if you require
any further information about Gardens and Designed Landscapes in Ayrshire, please come back
to us.
