| refer to your letter dated June 2004 and our meeting on 14 January of this year regarding
the consultation draft of the Ayrshire Joint Structure Plan 2025.

At our meeting in January we advised of the presence of major hazard sites in the Ayrshire
area and discussed the planning requirements of Council Directive 96/82/EC (Seveso II),
particularly the need for structure plans to have regard to the objective of preventing and
limiting the consequences of major accident and maintaining appropriate distances between
esiabiishments and residential and public areas and areas of particular natural interest or
sensitivity. EC Amendment Directive 2003/105/EC will eventually extend the scope of the
COMAH Regulations to other industries including mining, quarrying and waste management.

| can find no reference in the draft plan to these requirements nor can | find any reference to
policies and procedures for achieving the objectives set out above, contrary to the
requirements of Regulation 7 of the Town and Country Planning (Structure and Local Plans)
(Scotland) Regulations 1983 (9) as amended by the Planning (Control of Major-Accident
Hazards) (Scotland) Regulations 2000.
