ISLE OF ARRAN — AJSP PRESENTATION

| refer to your recent presentation on the Ayrshire Joint Structure Plan with John
Esselemont. | have been asked to submit further representations on behalf of John
Thomson Construction Limited.

You intimated that you were still prepared to accept representations/objections to the
AJSP. In this regard, | would wish to re-emphasise what was clearly discussed and
promoted to yourselves by the Isle of Arran community at the aforementioned
presentation:-

1. ltis clear that the Isle of Arran is unique in terms of its island economy, set within
the context of North Ayrshire. The island economy is fragile and dependent of a
number of key employers. Such issues as transportation, frequency of ferries
and above all, residential accommodation, are key factors to maintaining and
growing the economy. These issues require to be dealt with on an individual
policy basis within the new Structure Plan.

2. It was made abundantly clear at the presentation that the island has a growing
population and that there is a severe lack of suitable residential accommodation
at all levels. Arran is allocated within the Housing Market Area of North Ayrshire
where statistics do not identify the growing population. This is an anomaly which
should be addressed where specific policies are required to promote new
additional housing needs throughout Arran.

3. Specific reference was made to affordable units and methods of identifying and
releasing suitable land. These need policy guidance where housing releases
should be permitted for affordable units throughout the Isle.

Certain requests were made of the AJSP Team to specifically highlight these important
local issues by provision of policy guidance.

We would therefore request that the Ayrshire Joint Structure Plan identify the Isle of
Arran as having its own economy, transportation links, growing population and
immediate problems with suitable accommodation, from second homes, family
accommodation, executive housing, family homes, through to flatted developments and
affordable units.

Plan to facilitate a flexible planning system to allow for the aforementioned important
local issues to be addressed, in particular healthy provision of housing sites for all types
of houses.
