Notice of Intention to Start Preparations of Alternations to East Ayrshire Local Plan
Land at Treesbank, Kilmarnock

We refer to the above consultation and our recent meeting and preliminary representations
regarding the above site.

As you are aware, the site at Treesbank was previously supported through the Local Plan process
for housing release by Bellway Homes. The Reporter at the time found against the site set in the
context of the other options and the lack of information available on the effectiveness of the area.

In response to the issues raised by the strategic review and by the review of the East Ayrshire
Local Plan on behalf of Taylor Woodrow Developments, we have previously submitted the
following commentary in relation to the Structure Plan.

Taylor Woodrow are committed to ensuring a full package of information and technical evaluation
are undertaken to prove the strategic effectiveness of the site at Treesbank.

In strategic terms, the area south of Kilmarnock should be identified as possessing the potential for
additional Greenfield release to meet the increasing demands of household growth and formation
in support of the economic development strategy.

Kilmarnock South was not previously allocated for the reasons stated above. This site will
increase and improve housing choice in terms of size, location and quality in line with the
objectives of SPP3. In addition, the creation of quality family houses including the potential for
executive housing through appropriate phasing will assist in the creation of sustainable mixed
communities as endorsed by Government advice.

The combination of quality and location and the potential to create mixed communities close to the
trunk road network and public transport routes makes the Treesbank site ideal to meet strategic
shortfalls as identified in the issues newsletter.

We are seeking that the Structure Plan identify capacity to meet shortfalls at South Kilmarnock,
especially to meet the quality family house market for which there appears a genuine need as
discussed at our meeting.

In the context of the Local Plan Review, we are aware that the Council will be evaluating a number
of sites in terms of their suitability for residential development in order to meet the target of 8000
new houses as identified in the review of the Ayrshire Structure Plan for north, west and south
Kilmarnock.
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[image: image2.jpg]The outcome of this evaluation should result in a range of sites being chosen to represent a
suitable range of opportunity and a number of geographical areas of Kilmarnock. The Report to
Committee regarding the Replacement Ayrshire Joint Structure Plan: Consultative Draft supports a
spread of development opportunities for development and investment across the Core Towns of
Ayr, Kilmarnock and Irvine.

In view of the above, and given the recent planning history of the site, we would suggest
Treesbank as the most logical and appropriate land release to the south of Kilmarnock. The
Treesbank plan is enclosed and we submit on behalf of Taylor Woodrow that it be allocated for
residential development as part of the Local Plan review.

Taylor Woodrow will undertake a series of technical studies to prove ground conditions, flood risk,
accessibility and geotechnical matters. In addition, as the scheme evolves, a number of
environmental matters will be assessed including tree survey, ecological assessment, listed
building setting and issues relating to noise and air quality.

It was confirmed by Taylor Woodrow that they would be working closely with Scottish Water to
investigate the sewage and water supply capacities in the area and to plan associated
infrastructure improvements as required.

It is therefore formally tabled that this site be allocated for phased residential development as part
of the Local Plan review.

We trust the enclosed is of assistance and look forward to discussing this matter further in due
course.
