Ayrshire Joint Structure Plan 2025: Consultation Draft

We act for GlaxoSmithkline who own a pharmaceutical manufacturing facility at Shewalton Road, Irvine. Our
clients weicome the opportunity to comment on the draft joint structure plan and have instructed us to make
submissions on their behaif. Our clients wish to comment on the following matters:

Transport

Our clients strongly suppart the draft plan's proposals for improving accessibility, and in particular the proposals
for strategic road development in paragraphs 2.50 to 2.62. The current wording of the plan is, however,
somewhat confusing. It is unclear whether the strategic routes requiring upgrading listed in paragraph 2.62 are a
summary of the improvements in paragrephs 2.59 - 2.81 or whether they are additional road improvements.
Additionally, it is difficult to relate the road improvements to the plan shown on page 1155

Renewable Energy

Paragraph 3.37 of the draft plan expresses encouragement for community owned wind turbine or hydropower
development. Our clients consider that there should also be structure plan encouragement given to sustainable
energy development for business and commercial use such as the small scale use of on-site wind turbines. This
would be in line with the encouragement for renewable energy contained with PAN4S and NPPGS (revised).

Lack of Policies

©On a procedural point, our clients are concerned that the draft structure plan does not contgin detailed policies for
comment. The two strategic policies simply indicate the areas on which policies will be further developed. Arlicle
5 of the Structure and Local Pian (Scotiand) Regulations requires that the policies and genere! proposals of the
structure pian are readily distinguishable from other contents of the plan. We wouid submit that this is not the
case with the draft structure plan.
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Paragraph 43 of PAN37 recommends that the consuitative draft structure plan should be presented in
substantially the same form as the how the finalised plan wili appear. As the draft plan does not contain detailed
oolicies, it is difficult to see how this guidance can be cornplied with. If the next document which appears is the
finalised plan for submission to Scottish Ministers then the public will not have had the opportunity to consider the
proposed detailed policies prior to submission. It appears to us that if the Council proceed in this way then they
will not have fulfilled their duty to take adequate steps to consult on the structure plan prior fo submission to

Scottish Ministers.
