The Society has considered the Consultation Draft and has the following
observations:-

@) although the Issues Leaflet mentions “profound changes to.....access”
there is very limited coverage of the tasks arising from the new access
legislation that Councils need to address;

(ii)  under “Investing in Tourism” there are references to the new access
legislation; but these appear to be written in the context of tourism whereas
of course this is very much about access for the public at large;

(iif)  within the coverage of access, there should be mention of local authority
responsibilities on core path formation; and also the continued relevance of
rights of way and the ongoing responsibilities to preserve and protect.

The Respondee Information Form is not particularly relevant to our comments so has
not been completed. However, I can confirm that we have no objections to the
Society’s response being made public.
