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Comments on Proposed Ayrshire Joint Structure Plan 2025
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Infroduction

ATIS REAL Weatheralls Ltd adivises BAE SYSTEMS which has ifs Aerosfructures
Business at Prestwick Aitport, Tarbolton Road, Monkton. BAE SYSTEMS is a
major employer in Ayrshire and s one of the World's leading defence
contractors, In aviation, BAE SYSTEMS takes a leading role In joint programmes
for military and civi aircraft such as Eurofighter, Joint Strike Fighter and Airbus
in partnership with other international companies. The Prestwick Facilty
mcjors in the manufacture of large Aerostructure assemblies for prime.
manufacturers including Boeing, Airbus & Raytheon.

The facillty at Monkton extends to approximately 108actes.

BAE SYSTEMS welcomes the opportunity fo submit comments in relation to any
replacement development plan covering the Prestwick area. The Company
would like fo be kept informed & participate in future stages of plan
preparation.

Issues

BAE SYSTEMS asks fhat the Ayrshire councils continue fo recognise the
importance of Glasgow Prestwick Intemational Aitport and support ifs
expansion as Scotiand's key freight airport. This includes the requirement for
local plans fo clearly identify ifs boundaries and the allocation of sufficient
adjacent land fo meet expansion needs, including alrport-related facilfies.

Govemment policy in NPPG17: Transport & Planning requires the Ayrshire
‘councils fo address the issues surounding pofential aiport development
(parase). This includes ifs operational needs; access: related warehousing &
distribution: other related development (offices, hotels, parking): and less
directly related development.

The Govemnment has also issued diaft policy (SPP17: Planning for Transport)
‘which must also be addressed by the Ayrshire councis. This reflects NPPG17
‘with the addition recognition that fhe issue of development not directly
related to the airport could be provided off-site.

In defining fhe function and physical boundaries of the GPIA, the Ayrshire
‘councils should include within it the land controlled by airport related
businesses, including BAE SYSTEMS facilly.

Structure plan policy, which willinfiuence local plan policy, should recognise
that land in the vicinity has become surplus, no longer related fo the business
of GPIA (including land In BAE SYSTEMS ownership). The Councils should
promote such brownfield opportunities allowing them to be developed for
ofher land uses (e.g. housing). This is consistent with Government policy in
SPP2: Economic Development.
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BAE SYSTEMS asks that the Ayrshire councils recogni frunk/primary
road network needs Improvement, In particular, BAE SYSTEMS exports lorge
aerostructure components and requires:

. improved vehicular access fo the port of Troon for fhe purpose of
export & fransportation fo faclities on the West Coast of Great Britain;

. improved access fo M74/M6 frunk road and onto other erospace
sitesin Lancashire, Cheshire and Gloucestershire;

. immediate access fo the A77/M77 trunk road

Coastal shipping is recognised by the Government (NPPG17 & draft SPP17) as
an environmentall friendly way of moving heavy freight. The Ayrshire.
councils are required to consider the implications of road access fo ports and
produce an access strategy in consultation with Associated Britsh Ports.

Govermnment policy (NPPG17) recognises that frunk roads have an important
strategic role in carrying long distance traffic. Trunk roads Include motorways
and certain A roads. Draff SPP17 states that the Government will promote
improvements fo the strategic road network. Although there s a presumption
against new junctions, the Ayrshire counclls should do modeling and
appraisal work for identified new Infrastructure.

BAE SYSTEMS wishes the Councils to work with Scottish Water fo improve
water/sewerage infrastructure particularly the constraints that exist fo the
north of the GPIA and take action to deal with the threat of potential flooding
in the vicinity of GPIA, in accordance with Government policy in NPPG7:
Planning & Flooding.

Proposals for Inclusion in the Emerging Structure Plan

BAE SYSTEMS considers that the following proposals be incorporated info the
Consultative Draft Ayrshire Structure Plan 2025:

«  emerging structure plan should continue to identify Glasgow Prestwick
Infernational Airport on ts Key Diagram and carty site specific policies.
The current plan has policies T6 and W3, The replacement for W3
should reflect Government policy and also address the issue of
development not directly related to airport operations:

+  emerging structure plan policy should require the local plan fo define
the boundaries of GPIA:
+  emergingstructure plan policy should continue fo support the re-

allocation/redeveloprent of surplus industrial land for other uses (W4).
The Government priority for this is housing (SPP3: Planning for Housing);

. emerging structure plan policy should continue to support the growth
of Troon s a port (76) In conjunction with an improvement fo fhe
strategic road network, including A77 Ayr/Prestwick junction
improvements, committed foin 19 of the approved structure plan:

«  emerging structure plan should require the Council’s fo Collectively.
conduct a strategic review of the road network (n addifion to
preparing Local Transport Strategies) with a view fo filing gaps through
arevised policy T8. In particular, the Review should examine the
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proposal fo construct a by-pass/realignment
St, Monkion;

the Ayrshire councils should undertake an assessment of avallable.
shopping expenditure fo ascertain whether there Is a requirement for
any further food and non-food retail floorspace. This includes retaling
associated with the function of GPIA which is different from
convenience or comparison shopping frade that town centres rely on
1o sustain vitality & viablity;

the approved structure plan is sient on the Issue of flood risk, water &
sewerage infrastructure. This needs fo be addressed In the emerging
structure plan following the 2 stage approach outiined in parass of
NPPG7.

Conclusion & Recommendations

BAE SYSTEMS welcomes the Ayrshire councils review of the approved Ayrshire
Structure Plan. and the opportunity o highlight important issues that the
Company considers need addressed. These are principally: the future of
Glasgow Prestwick Inferational Airport; improved access for the area:
improvements o the water/sewage system; the problem of potential flooding:
and the redevelopment of surplus brownfield land in the vicinity of GPIA

In producing a Consultative Draft Ayrshire Local Plan 2025, BAE SYSTEMS
requests that policies (and proposals) are incorporated fo reflect the issues
identified. Preferably in accordance with section 3.0 above.
