| refer to your recent letter seeking early views on the issues that your replacement
structure plan might address. My initial thoughts are outlined below.

General

The existing Ayrshire Joint Structure Plan is complementary to the strategy of the
Glasgow and the Clyde Valley Joint Structure Plan in terms of broad aims and objectives.
| trust that notwithstanding what you suggest might be the need for a review of some
basic principles that the two strategic frameworks will remain compatible. To better
understand the pressures for charge you have referred to, | should be obliged if you
would provide me with a copy of Ayrshire Economic Forum's 'Strategy for Economic
Development'.

Wind Farms

As you are aware, an alteration to the G & CVJSP is being prepared on the subject of
wind energy. | am particularly concerned that a consistent strategic policy coverage for
the Clyde Muirshiel Regional Park is developed which can safeguard and promote the
park's recreational, environmental and tourism potential.

Indicative Forestry Strategy

The G & CVJSP Committee is intending to prepare an indicative forestry strategy as an
alteration to the Plan. A main aim of the IFS would be to develop the Green Network by
fostering closer working relationships with the Forestry Commission. | trust that any
cross boundary issues that arise from this alteration may be incorporated in your review.

Minerals
| understand that within the existing Structure Plan the supply of hard rock is apparently
satisfied to 2012. | would be interested to know if any longer term assessment is to be
undertaken, particularly given the proximity of the Beith Quarry to the Renfrewsh|re‘ "0
Communities of Lochwinnoch and Howwood.
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The scale of sewerage constraints on development potential has become increasingly
apparent. Renfrewshire along with other authorities in the G & CVJSP area have worked
closely with Scottish Water to identify the scale of the problem and consider appropriate
responses. It appears that some review of the land supply may be required, but certainly
there is a need to further develop solutions between Scottish Water, local authorities and
developers. It would be of general interest to know in what way you intend to address

this emerging issue in your review.
