Thank you for the opportunity to raise issues which may be of significance to the preparation
of the new Structure Plan.

SAC has engaged external Consultants to undertake a wide ranging Options Appraisal of the
College's Educational Activities and Services and to examine our Buildings and Estate
requirements against our strategic plan. This Appraisal is at an early stage but will be
concluded within a timescale which will allow us to make a meaningful contribution to the
Consultation Exercise on the Draft Joint Structure Plan during 2004. At this time we would
limit our comments to advising you that it most likely that land and buildings at Auchincruive
will become surplus to SAC's requirements during the early life of the new Structure Plan. In
that event this would present a significant development opportunity.

As a body which receives public funds as part of its resource stream SAC would be required
to seek "best value" for the disposal of any assets.
